Gulf of Mexico

Offshore anglers will hope to see "red"
this month with the seasons for both

red grouper and red snapper open.

Patches of flat limestone rock in at least 65 feet of water
(deeper is better) are good for red grouper, but for red
shapper during the short, seven week season you
should probably plan on running to at least 120 feet of
water. Closer to home, the action on wrecks and artifi-
cial reefs in 30 to 60 feet of water can be good for a mix
of species if you bait accordingly: shrimp for mangrove
snapper, small live crabs for permit, live threadfins for
kings and cudas, and just about anything big for Goliath
grouper. It's been really tough to keep track of this
year's constantly changing regulations so here's a re-
minder: Gag grouper is now closed in the Gulf and will
open for a two month fall season from Sept. 16 to Nov.
15, then will close for the remainder of the year. Also,
we are now in the newly-created summer closed season
for greater amberjack which encompasses the months of
June and July.

Charlotte Harbor

The spring tarpon run is full-on. Boca Grande Pass, as
usual, has provided spurts of red hot action (and some
periods of slow fishing) for the throngs of fishermen who
gather there. Beach fishing has been hampered some-
what by windy weather, but recent calm mornings have
been fishable. Tarpon fishing in the bay has been up
and down as groups of fish move into and out of the
deep holes and the river mouths, but fishing the deep
holes has it's fringe benefits: it's been a good spring for
sharks and for cobia, both of which can be a fun by-
catch while waiting for a tarpon bite. It's also been a
good spring for trout with some really nice fish on the
flats on both sides of the harbor, and Spanish mackerel
are still flurrying off and on. Most snook fishermen
agree: snook seem to have benefited from the year and
a half that the season has been closed. (Not all agree
about whether the scheduled Sept. 1 snook season
opener would be a good thing.)

Gag grouper: closed June 1 tO Sept. 15,

Reopens Sept. 16 to Nov. 16

Red snapper season opened June 1 closes July 20
Greater Amberjack closed June 1, opens August 1
Trout season closes Nov. 1, opens Jan. 1

Snook season opens September 1

FLORIDA SALTWATER HATCHERIES-MAYBE

Recently we were invited to attend an update on the state of the fish hatchery located in Port manatee on
Tampa Bay. We had been under the impression that this hatchery was shut down and was in the process of
being dismantled prior to it being moved to another site. Boy, were we wrong.

The hatchery has been in continuous operation since the 90’s. When we got there we found a completely
revamped rearing program that eliminated the old quarter acre ponds. In their place was a modern state of
the art “Closed Loop” system that was entirely indoors where climate controlled propagation was being con-
ducted. The old quarter acre ponds had been converted to raising marsh grasses for free distribution to any
group wanting to do a restoration project.

The meeting was attended by several members of the Hatchery Initiative as well as representatives from
other states, including CCA executives from Louisiana & our National office. Chris Young, the current Hatch-
ery research administrator, treated us to a tour of the facility. Chris is the power behind the efforts to learn
how to raise Redfish for introduction into the wild. He has continued the work of Bill Halstead the previous
administrator with whom CCA worked closely to insure the success of the program. They have succeeded in
their efforts and now feel confident that they can propagate and raise Redfish to any size needed for release.
Phase Il fish were determined to be the ultimate goal for releasable fish and a goal of 5 million Phase | fish
for each coast was established as attainable.

The downside to this great news is that due to severe budget restrictions created by the failing economy,
hatchery operations are looked upon as an unnecessary expenditure. In order to implement the plan of es-
tablishing a network of hatcheries and “grow out” facilities a source of continuous funding will have to be
found. They and CCA are working on it.

LOCAL COAST GUARD AUXILIARY celebrates 50 "Anniversary

On May 19" Flotilla 98 of the United States Coast Guard Auxiliary celebrated its 50" Anniversary at Harbor
Heights Park in Punta Gorda. On that date in 1961, Flotilla 98 was chartered with 50 men and women who
were interested in promoting boating safety and fostering better compliance with the laws, rules and regula-
tions governing the use of watercraft in the waters of Charlotte Harbor.

Today, Flotilla 98 has 96 members with 15 operational facilities including a mobile communications van and
stationary radio communications center. Our area of responsibilities stretches from the navigable waters of
the Peace River to Safety Harbor in the south, an area of over 400 square miles. Nationally, the Coast Guard
Auxiliary operates nearly 5000 vessels, 190 aircraft and 2300 communications centers.

The United States Coast Guard Auxiliary is the volunteer civilian branch of the Coast Guard and functions as
a force multiplier for that organization. On a typical day we conduct 299 vessel safety checks, educate 369
persons in safe boating classes, provide 100 support missions for the Coast Guard, conduct 63 boat patrols
and render assistance to 25 people in trouble on the water.

Currently, Flotilla 98 meets at the Punta Gorda Isles Civic Association at 2001 Shreve Street in Punta Gorda.
We welcome new members who have an interest in serving their community through on-water operation, the
Auxiliary’s public education program, vessel safety check program, radio watch standing, Coast Guard re-
cruiting programs, marine environmental protection or Coast Guard administration support.
