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Greetings everyone,

It is easy to take fishing for granted.  Humans seem to 
have a short historical memory.

Relatively new to fishing 
saltwater on a regular basis, I spent most of my adult life 
fishing for trout in streams.  If there was a problem in a 
fishery, it was usually isolated to a particular stream or 
part of a watershed—not so with saltwater.  Everything is 
interconnected and what happens offshore can have an 
effect inshore and vice versa. 
 

As saltwater fishermen we need to take a more global 
view.  We have to be concerned with state and federal 
fishery management (or mismanagement), competition 
for the resource (that means fish) with commercial inter-
ests, environmental threats and more.  We can’t fight 
these battles as individuals or even as small groups.  We 
need someone on our side.  We need an advocate for our 
interests.  That is where CCA comes into the picture.��

Additionally, it lobbies on our behalf in legislatures 
and with Federal and State departments like Na-
tional Oceanic and Atmospheric Association 
(NOAA), National Marine Fisheries Service 
(NMFS), the Florida Wildlife Commission (FWC) 
and others.  That is no small task and it obviously 
requires funds, grassroots efforts and volunteers.

Florida is a statewide, nonprofit marine conserva-
tion organization working in an advocacy role to 
protect the state’s marine resources and interests 
of saltwater anglers.  …we support strong, re-
source-based law enforcement, access to the re-
source for recreational fishing, and strong fairly-
balanced fishery regulations to protect state and 
federal fish stocks.”
