Gulf of Mexico

This is prime time for our annual spring mackerel and
kingfish runs. The hottest Spanish mackerel action can
occur over a wide range of areas, sometimes right off the
beaches, sometimes just inside the passes, and some-
times 10 or 15 miles offshore. When it's hot it's hot, strong
fishing for these sporty fish is measured in dozens of fish
landed per hour. Kings can sometimes be found mixed in
with Spanish mackerel as both of these speedy predators
prey on the same hapless schools of bait fish, but king
mackerel are more likely to be found a bit further offshore,
possibly from a mile or so off the beach on out to 20 or 30
miles from land. April is also when we expect the offshore
wrecks and artificial reefs to stack up with barracuda, and
shark fishing usually gets serious at about this time also.
Bottom fishermen will find the best grouper action has
shifted further offshore as the water temperatures rise.

Charlotte Harbor

Tarpon. That single word will probably account for more
angling attention this month than any other. Tarpon fish-
ermen are chomping at the bit for the season to get un-
derway, but so far we haven't seen a lot of fish. Because
of the cold weather this winter, the season may be move
back for a month. For snook fishermen remember this is
catch and release only until September this year. April is
usually the month that sees the greatest harvest of snook
from Charlotte Harbor as these fish feed heavily in prepa-
ration for the upcoming spawning season. Fishing the
edges of the flats or just outside the bars is a good strat-
egy right now for a mixed bag, which can include trout,
Spanish mackerel, bluefish, cobia and small sharks.

Notes:

Snook season closed December 1 opens September 1
Grouper season closed February 1 opens April 1

New Florida shark regulations became effective Jan. 19
Silky sharks and Sandbar (brown) sharks are now pro-
tected species in state waters. New size limit of 54
