Gulf of Mexico 
 
Offshore fishing has been a hoot in recent weeks.  King 
mackerel have lingered in our area, especially around 
wrecks and reefs, with good numbers of "schoolies" and a 
fair number of fish exceeding 20 pounds.  Biggest chal-
lenge:  landing them intact before the cudas de-tail 
them.  It's been a strong barracuda year too, and they're 
almost as much fun to catch as the kings.  Mangrove 
snapper, yellowtail snapper and permit round out the fun 
on the wrecks and reefs.  Fishing natural bottom will yield 
a mixed bag depending on the depth.  Red grouper, lane 
snapper, triggerfish and porgies predominate on flat rock 
patches from 60 feet of water on out.  Dropping in more 
than about 120 feet will add vermilion snapper and red 
snapper to the mix, and here's a note:  red snapper sea-
son is scheduled to close at midnight on July 23, but if the 
fish gurus at the National Marine Fisheries Service deter-
mine that the Gulf-wide recreational quota of red snapper 
was not landed during the open season, they might 
schedule another recreational open season later in the 
year.  Stay tuned.   
 

Charlotte Harbor 
 
Charlotte Harbor continues to be full of Spanish mack-
erel.  The snook fishing (remember that it's strictly catch-
and-release) has been very good, far better than was ex-
pected by many anglers this year.  Tarpon fishing in Boca 
Grande Pass has been steady, and contrary to popular 
belief did not end on July 1 though in-harbor tarpon action 
will get more attention for the remainder of the sum-
mer.  Shark fishing, both for juveniles on the flats and for 
big boys around the Pass, is good.  Trout are scattered, 
but a nice size grade is available on the flats.  Mangrove 
snapper are schooling up around docks and rocks, creek 
and canal mouths, and in the inlets.  Redfish have been 
sporadic but some large fish have been caught.

Snook season closed December 1 opens September 1 
Grouper season opened April 1 
Red snapper season opened June 1 closes July 24
