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President’s Message

Greetings everyone,

Just returned from a visit up north for a family commitment. It was nice to have a little cool
weather. | was hoping to return to an improvement in the tarpon fishing in the harbor. At

least of this writing, it seems that there is lots of bait in the harbor but the tarpon seem too
few and far between. If you figure it out, let me know. Every time you think you have fishing figured out, they
change the rules.

Unfortunately while away, | missed the last membership meeting. I've been told that Captain Al White gave
an enthusiastic and entertaining program on fly fishing for sailfish, yellowfin tuna and dorado. I'm sorry |
missed it. Thanks, Captain Al. Fly fishing is my first love, and | was disappointed | couldn’t make the meet-
ing. Also want to thank Jim Glenn for running the meeting.

Next month we will be lucky to have Captain Dennis Kirk of the well-known Nav-a-gator Grill. Living up river,
he knows the Peace River like the back of his hand and probably has forgotten more about fishing, navigating
the peace river than most of us will ever learn along with its history. Bring your spouse. He is a very enter-
taining speaker with a lot of knowledge to share about a part of Charlotte Harbor that most of us don't take
advantage of. Plus, | hear that upper Peace River is the only place people are catching fish right now.

On the CCA battlefront, | am happy to report that the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission
(FWC) has adopted new regulations to protect permit. The primary action was to extend Florida state regula-
tions into offshore federal waters and further limit the take of the large spawning size fish.

Also, the South Atlantic Fishery Management Council voted since the last newsletter to recommend that the
National Marine Fisheries Service deny an application to allow pelagic longline fishing boats into conservation
zones off South Carolina, Georgia and Florida that have been closed to this destructive commercial fishing
gear since 2001. CCA vehemently opposed the request by the Blue Water Fishermen’s Association to use
exempted fishing permits (EFP) to test the efficacy of circle hooks on longlines for reducing bycatch in estab-
lished conservation zones.

Maybe of a more direct concern to many of our members, on June 14, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conserva-
tion Commission approved additional regulations to manage and protect snook.

The FWC'’s new rule will modify the current regulations as follows:

Atlantic Coast — a 28-32 inch slot size, one fish bag limit and open to harvest in the months of February,
March, April, May, September, October, November and half of December (the same as the current
open months). The changes would increase the Atlantic coast snook spawning protection rations
(SPR) to 44 percent.

Gulf Coast — a 28-33 inch slot size, one fish bag limit and open to harvest in the months of March, April, Sep-
tember, October and November (the half month of December and the month of February were added
to the existing closures). The change would increase the Gulf coast snook SPR to 43 percent.

In addition to CCA, the new snook rule had been developed and endorsed by the FWC Snook Workgroup, a
diverse group with 21 members representing different parts of the state and various fishing interests. The rule
was also endorsed by the Florida Guides Association, the International Gamefish Association (IGFA), and
fishing clubs throughout the state. While some may disagree, the FWC Commissioners took a strong stance
and adopted important proactive conservation measures to protect this great gamefish.

Lastly, directors Bob Leonard and Peter Herber will be attending a meeting on a possible saltwater fish hatch-
ery in St. Petersburg July 11 and 12. No promises yet, but we are doing everything we can to keep the ball
rolling.

As always, we are constantly looking out for the best interests of the saltwater recreational fisherman and ap-
preciate your comments and support.
