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Last month as you may re-
call, I informed you about 
the Burnt Store Angler's 
Club John Doig fish-
ing tournament and how 
their entry proceeds as well 
as the winner's proceeds were donated to CCA

$727.26. This will certainly fund our 4-H project 
planned for this summer when we'll pro-
vide approximately 20 youngsters with rods, reels, 
tackle boxes, instruction, and of course, fishing! 
  
Costa Del Mar is planning on participating in each 
tournament on the tour, with CCA as their conserva-
tion organization. What a fabulous idea and we cer-
tainly appreciate being the first CCA chapter to ac-
cept their donation. Thanks, Costa Del Mar from all 
500+ CCA Charlotte members! The Punta Gorda 
Redfish Cup Tournament will be broadcast on ESPN 
on July 4, and again on July 11.

Gulf of Mexico 
 
It's wreck and reef time.  The manmade structures in 25 to 75 
feet of water are holding good numbers of permit, barracuda, 
mangrove snapper and Goliath grouper, and at times there will 
be a few large kings on them.   Go a little deeper, 80 feet plus, 
and you'll find fewer permit but there will be yellowtail snapper 
and amberjack added to the mix.  Summertime fishing for red 
grouper and lane snapper on patches of flat rock is going well, 
and the May 18 doubling of the bag limit on red grouper to two 
fish per person in Federal waters will make those long runs off-
shore a little more worthwhile.  Near shore, schools of Spanish 
mackerel will blitz the beaches on again-off again. 
 
 

Charlotte Harbor 
 
It's tarpon time.  Boca Grande Pass gets plenty of press during 
the tarpon run but there are other areas which produce silver 
kings as well.  Look for pods of tarpon in the deep, center por-
tion of the harbor, in the mouth of the Myakka River, in upper 
Matlacha Pass, on the Cape Haze bar and in Pine Island 
Sound.  Other fish will be taken under the bridges on the Peace 
and Myakka Rivers, mostly at night, and a few fish are still lin-
gering up the Peace River above the interstate.  Shark fishing 
for really big bulls and hammerheads around Boca Grande Pass 
heats up when the tarpon run is strong, but there are also lots of 
smaller sharks on the flats, mostly blacktips, spinners and bon-
netheads, all of which are great sport on light tackle.  Snook 
season is closed but the catch-and-release action on the 
beaches and along the mangroves is good.  Look for a few cobia 
at the inshore artificial reefs and on the bars on both sides of the 
harbor.

Snook season closed May 1, opens September 1 
Red snapper season opens June 1 
New grouper rules in Federal waters effective May 18: 
 Aggregate grouper bag limit four per person 
 Gag bag limit decreased to two per person 
 Red grouper bag limit increased to two per person 

Closed season for all gag, black, red grouper,     
February 1 through March 31
